Bill Graziano is a SQL Server consultant that specializes in tuning OLTP systems and database administration.  He’s a SQL Server MVP and serves on the Board of Directors for PASS (The Professional Association for SQL Server).  He runs a SQL Server web site for DBAs and developers at www.SQLTeam.com.  Bill has presented at PASS and numerous regional and local events around the country. 

Abstract: Understanding the Procedure Cache, Writing Efficient, Reusable  This presentation talks about what you do after you’ve done basic query tuning.  After you’ve eliminated table scans by adding indexes what’s next?  Why do some procedures run slowly with some parameters but not others?  When is dynamic SQL faster than a stored procedure?  How do you write stored procedures with optional parameters so they always use the best query plans?  What is parameter sniffing?   What is forced parameterization?  When would you optimize for ad hoc workloads?  What else takes up memory besides data?  This presentation is focused around demos that answer these key questions about queries and the procedure cache.

Kim Tessereau  has over 28 years of IT experience and 15 years of database experience, the last 10 of those years have been dedicated to Microsoft SQL Server.  Kim sincerely believes in sharing knowledge with others.  She currently works as a SQL Architect at Swank Motion Pictures.  Kim is also an instructor at Washington University in St. Louis - CAIT where she teaches SQL Server Administration and Business Intelligence courses.  She has more recently been involved with the PASS organization through the virtual chapter of Women In Technology and her local SQL Server User Group in St. Louis, Missouri.  Kim has presented at SQL Saturday's in Kansas City and Louisville and served as a WIT panelist at PASS Summit 2010 Chalktalk and at three other PASS events.  She has also presented at 24 Hour of PASS 2011. 

Abstract:  Error handling is something that is often forgot or misunderstood or put off until something goes a rye and we try to back peddle and retro fit the error handling logic in the script, stored procedure or function.  I think there are quite a few reasons we should engage in handling something other than the happy path of logic.  We'll discuss a few here and I’m sure you can think of some more.
